We’re excited about the 70’s Show and hope you are too!
As costume advisors, we can help with ideas and  provide recommendations about what to wear.  All performers will be responsible for acquiring their own costumes.   


We first suggest you look through your own photos from the 70’s and check out the styles (We were all there, right?) Feel free to bring them in to share with others! It’s a hoot to see prom pictures and college photos! Also family photos. We’ve seen some of your photos already, and they’re great! Flip back hair like Farrah Fawcett, Ditto jeans, peasant tops and skirts, polyester, mustard, olive green and brown, wide ties, women power, smiley faces, etc.  Create a notebook of styles & ideas.  A picture says 1,000 words!


We have a few books about 70s fashions that we can share with you. One book is called “Fabulous Fiascos of the 70s”. We can show it to you for ideas.  It’s a kick!

We suggest going to the many local thrift stores.  There are a few vintage stores, and even costume rental places.  Please check before you rent.   We have names and addresses of some of the local thrift shops.  Usually you can purchase something and return it within 7 days for store credit (Salvation Army) or money back (Goodwill).  CHECK w/ that store before buying anything.  Store policy may vary from location to location.

Don’t forget to look in your closet.  You may be surprised what you find! 

If you’re the lead in a particular song, we recommend that you look on-line for album covers from that era to get that iconic look.  You don’t have to look exactly like them, just get the essence.

Try to watch shows from that era:  Charlie’s Angels, Barney Miller, The Brady Bunch, CHiPs, etc. The TV Land channel is a fun place to catch some 70s shows. 

Men; please try to keep hair long….this is your excuse to grow it out.


Be sure to network with any theatre or church singing group you may be involved with, (MBCC, Church choir, etc.)  Ask your fellow Notables, friends and family. You’d be surprised what you can find by asking around. 


Again, we won’t be providing the costumes. You will!  

Feel free to bring your costumes to rehearsal so we can see them. That will really help!


The final say will be in the hands of the directors.

We simply don’t have the space, time, or money to be outfitting everyone, and we feel that part of the experience of being in the show is working on your own wardrobe.  This year we encourage cast participation in creating that 70’s look.   And if any of you sew,  or you know people willing to sew and help, please let us know.

Specifics about some of the “specialty songs” (for example, YMCA, Copacabana) and others songs will be coming.
